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INTRODUCTION

This edition is the first systematic
Register of Jewish press in Russian, pub-
lished in Moscow and other Russian cities
from 1986 to 1992. This kind of information
is not always available to the scientific cen-
ters-and experts on Jewish periodicals.

Analytical and .general works on
modern Jewish periodicals in Russian are
not very numerous.

Mikhail Beyzer has published a reg-
ister on Jewish press of the 80s (with 5§ ti-
tles) in the Jerusalem University [1]. The
chapter on Jewish press in the Register of
Samisdat periodicals [2] has about 20 titles.
In the new edition of the same Register the
chapter ”Jewish periodicals” (edited by the
author of this article) includes 80 titles
known by the end of 1991 in the former
U.S.S.R. Now in October 1992, we can
count more than 150 periodicals, as a result
of the newly appeared newspapers, magazi-
nes, almanacs and former rare editions re-
cently found.

In 1991 a part of Jewish newspapers
and magazines were included in a catalogue
of informal publications of the archives of
Samizdat of Radio ”Svoboda” [4].

Victor Kelner covered Jewish editions
of Baltic states and Russia in one article [S]
published the same year.

Aleksandr Lokshin [6] made an in-
teresting attempt to classify the Jewish press
of the U.S.S.R (1987-1991) from the point
of view of its “official affiliation”. Other
publications have also some Jewish editions
[7-10].

This register includes Jewish publica-
tions classified according to some criteria.
First of all it is JEWISH press or press on
Jewish life and problems. That’'s why

Moscow Samisdat newsletter “Monitor”
(1988) edited by the organization "Freedom
of Emigration for Everyonc” was not cited
in this Register. "Monito:” publishes articles
very useful for many Jews and there are also
a lot of Jewish members in that organization.
But there is not a single article on Jews or
Israel. Plus you could not find Israel among
countries mentioned in the list of receivers
of this newsletter "Monitor”.

Secondly, we are dealing with
PRESS, or daily, annually or even irregu-
larly published periodicals. Considering
some particularities of the period mentioned
above we include some editions which
planned to be a periodical but had the only
issue.

Then this Register is on Jewish press
IN RUSSIAN. Such press could be consid-
ered as a phenomenon of Russian culture
and also as the only way to address Russian
Jews who do not know any other language
ei(cept Russian. In practice the Register in-
cludes some publications partly in Russian:
for example ”Sovetish Geymland” since
1990. But the newsletter "Mame Loshn”
edited in Moscow only in Yiddish is not in-
cluded.

The forth criterion is chronological:
FROM 1986 TO 1992. 1986 was a year that
could be described as ”calm before storm”.
The Register’s [3] first chapter of
”Chronicle of Samisdat” is called ”Dead
Years” and is concluded with the following
words: . "These years from 1982 to 1986
constitute a period of the strongest reprisal
against Samisdatchiks. They stopped any ac-
tivity or the majority is in prison or they
have emigrated. The most popular genre is a
statement on possible arrest”. But never the
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less "Evreysky Ezhegodnik” was published
in Moscow and Jewish almanac (LEA) - in
Leningrad.

1992 is a year when this Register was
published. It includes those editions pub-
lished by that time. We would like to men-
tion that some other registers do not follow
this criterion. For example some collections
include Jewish magazine ”Svitok” which was
ready to be published in 1991, but then in
1992 it was renamed "Diaspora” and has
not been published yet.

The last but not the least criterion is
the description of THE PRESS of RUSSIA.
The first and the largest part of this register,
"the Moscow chapter” characterizes Jewish
life of the former Soviet Union and modern
Russia and independent republics. For ex-
ample Armenian - Jewish magazine “Noy”
was published in Russian and in Moscow.
Moscow Jewish  Information  Center
(Vladimir Mushinsky, Evgeny Satanovsky
and others) has also published an almanac
"Tkhiya” prepared in Tashkent. That is
why it is not included in the Register.

Different bonds existed between Re-
publics of the USSR including Jewish bonds.
That’s why Semen Frumkin gave all infor-
mation from the last LEA issue to Riga mag-
azine "VEK” [10].

Each edition, presented in this Reg-
ister has bibliographic description and illus-
tration of its cover-page. Such presentation
makes the survey solid and detailed. In ad-
dition equal information on each publication
makes it possible to give more details on less
known press.

In square brackets we give informa-
tion on a particular publication from archives
or other literature or other reliable state-
ments of publishers, authers and experts.

The Register doesn’t have newspa-
pers’ and magazines’ addresses and tele-
phone numbers for several reasons, such as:

- only one third of the editions is still
edited in nowadays

- addresses and telephone numbers
quickly become out of date. But we can
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provide our readers with up date informa-
tion.

The information on Jewish press is
classified according to geographical criteria.
The first comes Moscow , the second - St-
Peterburg then all other cities came in al-
phabetical order. For each city Jewish press
is classified in alphabetical order- but ac-
cording to Russian names of newspapers and
magazines. If a Jewish edition has a supple-
ment, information on it follows the main ar-
ticle. A supplement with the same numeration
as the main edition is mentioned in the same
article.

Any publication or any supplement
could be found by name (in Russian, in He-
brew, in Yiddish or in English), by place of
edition or by the year of the foundation
using the appendix notes.

The systematization of Jewish press
from 1986 to 1992 is based on the fact that
there are three sources of the press.

I. The first one is Samisdat publica-
tions.

Let’s analyze this kind of press (the
world ”Samisdat” has already become inter-
national). Two capitals’ Jewish Samisdat
publications have continuity since 70s. You
can name the following publications of Jew-
ish Information Center in Moscow:
"Evreysky = Ezhegodnik” (1979-1988),
”Evreysky Istorichesky Almanakh” (1987-
1989), “Informatsionnyi Bulleten po Prob-
lemam ...” (1987-1990), ”Problemy Otkaza”
(1988), "Obzor Israilskoy i Evreyskoy
Pressy” (1988-1989), "Vestnik ODIKSI”
(1988-1989), ”Professional’naya Absorbt-
siya” (1989), ”"Pisma s Rodiny” (one issue
in 1988) and Iz Nashego Arhiva” (1989).
All these publications were photocopied and
distributed in Moscow and other cities with a
circulation of up to 300 copies.

The newsletter "Bednye Rodstven-
niki”(1987-1989) was photocopied, some
newsletters were xerox copied - for example
a collection "Politicheskiye Felyetony”
(1987), an information newsletter of Public
Council for Assistance to the UVIR and of



Moscow Society of Lovers of Hebrew
(1989). Jewish Culture Association pub-
lished a magazine “Shalom” (1988-1989).
Newsletter ”Kol Tsion” (1989-1990) rep-
resents Moscow Zionist Samisdat, as well as
information newsletter of Press-Center Irgun
Tsioni (1990-1991) and Beytar newspaper
”Igeret” (1991).

Leningradsky Evreysky Almanakh
(1982-1989), ”Vestnik LOEK” (1989-
1990) were published in Leningrad. Chil-
dren’s Samizdat was represented by maga-
zine “Tsaatsua”, Zionist Samizdat - by
newsletter "Col-Tsair” (1989) and "Evrey i
Perestroyka” (1990). In Birobidjan Samiz-
dat was presented by “Adar” (1990), in
Kuybyshev - by "Mabbat”, by information
newsletters of the Center "Makkaby” and of
the Society "Tarbut Laam™.

Il. The second source of modern
Jewish periodical is the official Soviet press.
" As far as Jewish press is concerned it pro-
vided very narrow information.
"Birobidjaner Stern” (founded in 1931)
wrote about "a new conception of Zionism”
only in July 1992. That’s the case of maga-
zine "Sovetish Geymland” and collections
"Perestroyka i Evreysky Vopros”. In August
1992 “Jewish anti-Zionism” was supported
by the first issue of St.-Peterburg newspaper
"Vremya”.

IIl. And the third source is Press of
Israel. Some newspapers were reedited in
Russia (for example Digest "Zerkalo” was
published in Moscow in 1991). Or some
groups of support of left-centrist parties of
Israel had several publications in Russia:
"Paneyny le-Israel” (1988, Moscow) and
»Khashava” (1991, Perm).

But more important is the “indirect”
influence of some religious, state, political
and public organizations of Israel on the
Jewish press in Russia. Their activity has
grown since 1991-1992 when the CPSU
was announced illegal and Press had to exist
in the conditions of "wild market”. In these
conditions "Israeli factor” became one of the

decisive forces for the very existence of
Jewish press and its independence.

All these sources, regional conditions
and other different factors brought to life the
variety of Jewish newspapers aud magazines
in Russia in 1986-1992. But they could be
divided into several conventional groups.
One group is Samizdat (it has been
analyzed already).

The second group unites Religious
editions. These editions depend almost com-
pletely on sources of Israel. It is very un-
derstandable as the Jewish religious life in
the former U.S.S.R. was very poor. The ma-
jority of Jewish religious publications is
edited in  Moscow: the collection
”"Makhanaim”, magazine and newspaper
”Menora”, newsletters ”Vozrozhdeniye” and
”Ottsy i Deti”, magazines “Lekhaim” and
”Vozvrashcheniye”. There are of corse some
religious publications in Leningrad such as:
magazine for children "Agala” (the only is-
sue was published in 1990 with assistance of
the Society of Jewish Culture, a religious
community and Israeli Publishing House
”"Shamir”). We are not aware of any other
religious press in other regions.

The publications on Jewish educa-
tion are represented by Information Bul-
letin of the Union of Hebrew Teachers”
(Moscow, 1988-1989) (now it’s title is
”Yeda”), by Birobidjan magazine “Rodnoy
Yazyk” (1990-1991), by St-Peterburg Jew-
ish University Information Newsletter and
by Newsletter "Problemy Evreyskogo Obra-
zovaniya”. But even in this field there was a
schism. For example when Union of Teach-
ers "Iggud Hamorim” was divided into
”Zionist” and "non Zionist” sections in Au-
gust 1989, two separate issues of this
newsletter (numbered No 12) were edited.
Collection named “Informatsiya. Documenty.
Uchebnye Posobiya” of the Association of
Humanistic Judaism could be classified be-
tween educational editions or religious ones
as well.

Information publications are circu-
lated predominantly among organizations
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and editorial staffs. Collections of materials
of the VAAD conventions presents docu-
ments since 1989. Some polls were taken
during those conventions* and the results
were published in “Rezul'taty Sotsiologich-
eskikh Oprosov” (1992). We can also name
other VAAD  publications: “Khronika
VAADa” (1990), newsletter "Ma Nishma”
(1990-1991) and ”VAAD-Press” (1991-
1992). "News from Israel”, ”"News of Jew-
ish Life”, "GORE-92” are also information
publications.

Literary and Artistic editions
"Targum” (1990) and “Kovcheg” (1990-
1991) were published in cooperation with
Russian and “foreign” Jews communities.
Among other literary and artistic publications
we could mention Sverdlovsk poetic newspa-
per "Raduga v Oblake”, already mentioned
Leningrad children’s magazines “Tsaatsua”
and ”Agala” and some literary supplements
of newspapers and magazines.

Newspapers are supposed to be pub-
lished regularly and are influenced by many
factors, specifically those mentioned above.
All Jewish newspapers, published in Moscow
are international to .some extent. “Most-
Gesher”, publication of International Center
and "Utro-Boker” on Kibbutz movement in
Israel are among these publications.
"Evreyskaya Gazeta” (former ”Vestnik
Evreyskoy Sovetskoy Kultury”) has become
international and is one of the most impor-
tant newspaper in Russia from the point of
view of subscription and circulation.

Leningrad newspaper ”Voskhod”
(with supplements) was founded in 1990 but
was publish-d only in mid 1991. Newspaper

”Narod Moy - Ami” was launched two years
ago and in nowadays has the same circula-
tion as "Evreyskaya Gazeta”. We could also
mention ”Birobidjaner Shtern”, independent
weekly newspaper ”Vzglyad” (1990-1991 -a
follow up of Samisdat magazine “Adar”).
Kuybyshev “family Samizdat” newsletter
”"Mabbat” was followed by  newspaper
”Tarbut Laam”. Such succession is very
typical to independent press.

Ural region follows Volga region. In
Sverdlovsk (Ekaterinburg) two issues of
"Tikvateynu” were followed by newspaper
”Shtern” which could be characterized by
very good “relations” with its readers.

And in Dagestan newspaper ”Vatan”
is published since 1928 in language of
mountaineers Jews, since 1990 in Russian
(only a half of the issue).

The circulation of Jewish newspapers
in Russia in 1991 was more than 100 thou-
sand copies, in 1992 diminished and was
only about 30-40 thousand.

We are very grateful to journalists
and Jewish activists. Their assistance makes
it possible to compile this Register in a short
time. We can not cite all these names but it
is difficult not to mention L.Ashkinazi and
E.Satanovsky from Moscow, A.Frenkel and
Ya.Tsukerman from St-Peterburg,
Z.Veytsman from Samara, N.Nemirovsky
from Perm, B.Rytenberg from Birobidjan
and M.Feldman from Kiev. ,

We are very grateful to N.Krotov,
N.Silin and D.Elyashevich for valuable ad-
vices concerning the Register’s content and
compiling of this edition.

We hope this Register gives a full picture of Jewish press of different regions and of

different periods of time.

We ’ll be very grateful to our readers for any comment that will help us in the

preparation of other issues of this Register.
