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AENEAS — A MAN OF DESTINY
(to the «Mediterranean» personology)

Summary

This work is published in two issues. The first issue includes
five parts and a selected bibliography. It emerged on the
intersection of two themes, occupying the author. At first they
seemed independent — the structure of space/time and the
structure of the text or, more precisely, the role of the material
natural physical factors in the formation of the spiritual
(noospherical) sphere and the connection between the_ spiritual
«cultural» phenomena and their «material» basis. Due to this
connection the «natural physical» factors are also involved into the
spiritual sphere and, in a way, they assume a new sphere of
existence or, more specifically, this work deals with the
«Mediterranean» macrocontext, built by natural forces, by certain
spheres (geophysical, natural, ecological, bioantropological) and
the «great» texts of culture (in this particular case — «The
Aeneid») as a voice of this piace (mecma cez0) as an endless urgent
evidence of it.

The arena of the intersection of those two themes is space,
time and the spiritual sphere. The intersection in each of these
spheres separately may be quite accidental and in this case it is
an object of «pure» typology, a certain construction «regardless of
history». But this triple intersection cannot be accidental: it is a
sign of the internal organic and multilateral combination, which
indicates that the «Mediterranean» and the «Vergilian» factors
possess the same characteristic feature typical of a certain spiritual
situation of high tension. In this case it is only the habit of
perception and judgement in accordance with the inertia of the
tradition that makes us see the difference between the separated

in time, cause and consequence the objective and the subjective,
the designated and the designating, the «objective» and the
«metaobjective» factors. Naturally, it does not mean that this
distinction is impossible or unnecessary: most likely, it refers to the
definition of the limits, behind which the «duality» is more and
more seen as a unity or, more exactly, as the evidence of it; it
refers to the idea of «cooperation» between these two poles. The
situation of purpose determination, the presence of the teleologic
dominant (in the case of Aeneas) most energetically provokes this
«cooperation». irrespective of whether it is realized or not, and
Aeneas seems to have joined this «cooperation» with the Future
and Destiny.

Striving for the Future and being open to it, following the signs
of his Destiny, the word of which about him will be known only
in the Future, when it is too late to change anything, but not a
slave of his Destiny, from these signs Aeneas learns the necessary
lessons and, having learnt them, he changes himself. In fact, it
means that he does not make himself according to the momentary
needs of the Present but he does it according to the standards of
the vague Future, to which these signs, seen by him and frequently
ambiguous, are referred. Therefore, it is reasonable to consider
not only the fact that the Future forms and «makes» the present
Aeneas, but that Aeneas himself, within his powers, «makes» the
Future he is destined to face. We should not only consider the
fact that the Destiny alone determines Aeneas’ behaviour, but his
behaviour also begins programming his Destiny, forming its
concrete variant typical of Aeneas.

The novelty in comparison with the tradition of that time was
in the following: though like many others Aeneas was interested
in his Future and his Destiny in view of the general life outcome,
he did not need this knowledge just to satisfy his curiosity or to
prepare to smothen the Future, but he needed it in order to change
both himself and the Future, to change his Destiny and to face it
as a man meeting its requirements, congenial to it to such an extent
that his Future and his Destiny could really become «his owns,
according to his standards - «his own Future and his own Destiny»
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It is for this reason that for Aeneas the necessity to know his Future
(compare: haud ignarus futuri) and his Destiny differed from
curiosity or fear which made an «ordinary» superstitious man
search opportunities to raise the curtain of the Future and to
penetrate into the mystery of his Destiny.

Face to face with his Destiny, Aeneas chose a new strategy
of behaviour, adopted it and made it his second nature. And having
done so, he built a new psychomental type and it meant the
appearance on the stage of a man of the «Aeneas» type, it meant
a new period in the evolution of «home mediterraneus» which
caused many features characteristic of the future representatives
of the «European race».

The first part of this work deals with «The Aeneid» space
(area). The synthetic context of it is the Mediterranean, in which
the sea unites both all its individual parts and «land» loci — Asia
Minor (Troy), the Balkans, Italy, the Eastern Mediterranean
(Tyrus), North Africa (Carthago), numerous islands. No matter
how important this extensive aspect may be, the intensive one is
more substantial; the interaction that takes place deep inside, that
reveals the highest meaning of it and makes it possible to feel the
teleologic plan of this co-existence — opposition of the sea and
land. As a matter of fact, this interaction challenges «home
mediterraneus» and this question-challenge encourages him to
leave his lived-in, home-like cosiness, his «closed secretness» and
to enter the sphere of «openness»; it makes this «Mediterranean»
man think over the problem of his Destiny, over the correlation of
the Higher Will and a chance, over life and death, the foundation
and the abyss devoid of foundation; it makes him consider the
strategy of human being «face to face with the sea» (by analogy
with «Sein zum Tode»), the internal and external reserves of a
man in this boundary situation. All these tasks contribute to the
formation of the «Mediterranean» spiritual character and preform
the whole typological variety of different ways of solving this
soteriological task, which has been the basic one in this area for
at least seven thousand years.
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In this space structure of «The Aeneid» the sea plays a special
role, and in the first part of it, its role is exceptional. The narrow
frames of the sea are determined by Aeneas’ experience of his
pilgrimage, by the seven years of his life on board the ship, without
a roof over his head, without a house of his own. Geographically,
it is an area between the north-eastern coast of the Aegean Sea
and the western coast of the Tyrrhenian Sea, an extraordinary
figure, outlined by three «seaside» points of high symbolism, which
is realized by Aeneas, — Troy, disappearing into the Past but
remaining forever in his heart and in his memory; Carthago as an
experience of the Present and Rome, which is in the Future but
Aeneas will never see it, is the main imaginary goal of his life. In
this light the «sea» space of «The Aeneid» looks quite abstract, to
mention that the distance between Troy and Rome in a straight
line is more than 1000 km means to say nothing: there is no
«straight» line either in «The Aeneid» or in real life experience or
in the message of the Vergilian myth and, consequently, within the
range of opportunities, which Aeneas could take as his choice,
though Venus had ordered him to follow the direct way (via dirige,
1,401).

The sea way demanded the East «orientation» (Oriens), the
main point of purpose determination and the starting point for those
who tried to find the solution of their problems in life and only in
life. But the way of Aeneas was different: it was directed to the
West (Occidens), he was interested in the sunset more than in the
sunrise, for only then the brightest star Hesper appeared in the
sky and thus there appeared an opportunity of «occidentalization»
a different way out, that dangerously drew a pilgrim towards his
death, towards the Underworld (the Kingdom of the dead),
situated in the extreme Western point of the region. We must
remember that though the way of Aeneas faced death, it was for
the sake of life.

Knowledge of the general direction, however, is not enough
and intermediate, more differentiated reference points or
landmarks are needed. For a sea traveller such landmarks may
be represented by pieces of land in the sea or by land outiining
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the sea, that is by islands and especially by the coastline. The
geographical and cultural background of Aeneas made two
landmarks natural for him — Greece and Italy, and if the direction
was correct they were to the right of the ship. The fact that Aeneas
and his fellow travellers found themselves in Carthago was caused
by missing the right direction and not just by wandering about the
sea, but by an error, by changing the course of movement. The
same error could have been made in the moral aspect, the goal of
Aeneas’ life could have been betrayed, but at the last moment it
was overcome in the renunciation act, which was rather hard for
Aeneas.

The second part of this work is about the «empirical» and
«trans-empiricals features in the character of Aeneas ( and,
consequently, about his personology), but it also deals, with the
«historio-sophical» conception of Rome and with Aeneas’
predestination, the latter theme having emerged on the intersection
of the former two themes

Having set his foot on the Italian land after many years of
pilgrimage and having won a decisive victory over Turnus, having
preserved his identity, at the same time Aeneas changed and
differed from the Aeneas of the «pre-Italian» period. Here we meet
the Aeneas of ihe «sea period», when an escape from death
depended not on himself, but on external and more powerful forces,
but the Aeneas of the newly found «terra ferma», who having
completely learnt the will of his Destiny by that time, facing,
perhaps, as many dangers in the sea, overcame them himself. It
was at that time that the problem of Aeneas’ self-identity or the
identity of two Aeneases, the «former» Aeneas and the different
«present» Aeneas, arose. Aeneas was a man of «cumulative» type.
In particular, it meant that he was open to new life experiences,
learned all the lessons which had been taught to him, remembered
them and drew his own conclusions from them. Moreover, this
«cumulativity» together with Aeneas’ personal life experience
suggested the presence of a too high and, consequently, still too
far away goal to be achieved within the limits of a human life, but
it also suggested the sense of responsibility, personal duty, that
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did not permit to deviate from the goal or even to strive for it not
to full capacity. To be worthy of this high goal, Aeneas had to
make his choice, which meant learning the main things well,
consciously stinting himself to everything else.His knowledge of
personal limits and abilities helped him to differentiate between the
«main» things and everything else.His «personal selfs did not
determine everything, the main deed of Aeneas’ life remaining
beyond its limits, though the last move of this «personal self», close
to its limits, was asserting this belief in the main goal and
consciousness of being determined by Heaven, by the will of
Destiny, about which the Gods and signs-symbols notified. And
only in the light of this complex correlation of what was «personal»
and what was not «personal» (the highest and the main goal) we
can assess Aeneas’ behaviour and judge him.

No matter how dear to Aeneas his Troy was, he preferred an
escape to the death on its ruins. Here it would be in vain to look
even for a shadow of betrayal, selfishness, benefit or fear. In
Aeneas his «personal self» was ready to die. He did not only take
death for granted - he yearned and strived for it. Only after the
signs notified by Jupiter, Aeneas’ thoughts turned away from death.
In other words, he, Aeneas, a mortal, on the level of his life
standards, <«renounced» Troy, lying in ruins, and abandoned it,
just as he had left Creusa, who appeared as a phantom before him
at the last moment. But having taken this still vague sign of his
Destiny to his soul, will and mind, as a man who had discovered
the «trans-empirical» level of life, he renounced and betrayed
nothing. Forever he remembered the Greeks, who had burst into
Troy, he remembered the death of Troy defenders, weeping
mothers and wives in commotion, wandering about the spacious
rooms of the palace, embracing and kissing the door-posts and the
statues of the Gods (II, 486-515 ), he remembered the cruel murder
of old Priam and his murderer stained with blood and, finally, the
last horrible night in Troy before his escape. The empirial and
external factors transformed into the trans-empirical internal ones,
and those factors became Aeneas’ spiritual support, his chief life
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resource, without which he would have never emerged as «a man
of his Destiny».

The key events of Aeneas’ life — his escape from Troy, his
parting with Dido for the sake of the «Lavinian shore» of Italy,
his meeting with his abandoned beloved in the Kingdom of the
Dead — did not only reflect the most prominent traits of Aeneas’
personological type, the abilities of his behaviour, stereotypes and
their choice in concrete situations, and, finally, the drift of his
personal actions during the seven years of his pilgrimage, but all
those events also formed Aeneas as a person and determined his
behaviour and his «personological» type, gradually preparing
changes in them. The key moment that divided the former Aeneas
from the present one was his meeting with his father in the
Underworld after his meeting with Dido and other inhabitants of
that gloomy place.Those two meetings contrasted each other. The
first one dealt with the past, with the breaking of his relations with
Dido and the consequences of that action, the second meeting
concerned the Future and the triumph of faithfulness. Neither
Aeneas nor Dido had expected the first meeting, but the second
one had been expected by Aeneas and Anchises had hoped for it
too. The first meeting left a feeling of bitterness and irreparableness
(even potentially) of what had happened. After the second meeting
still not to the end clear predestination and the will of the Gods
assumed quite concrete features and Aeneas, after all his father
had told him, excited and full of «love for the future fame»
(incenditque animum famae venientis amore, VI, 890), for the
first time saw his goal with his own eyes and knew what to do. As
for his relations with Dido, Aeneas and she were completely
separated: he could hardly identify a wandering vague figure with
Dido, she turned away from him, cast down her eyes, did not
respond to his words and, finally, ran away from him. The meeting
turned out to be a failure, Dido rejected him and it meant another
breaking of their relations, this time on her initiative.The meeting
of Aeneas with his father was quite different: all they said or did
was directed to each other. The first thing Anchises did when he
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saw his son approaching him was to stretch his hands out to Aeneas.
Tears and heartfelt words followed.

When considering the moment Aeneas set foot on the Italian
land it is most appropriate to raise the question of his selfidentity.
Both in Troy and in Carthago, in Sicily and especially during his
sea voyage Aeneas was a «Mediterranean» man. That type was
additionally specified and supplemented with the fact that Aeneas
was also a «man of his Destiny», in that particular case a person
who relied on his Destiny irrespective of what it had endowed him
with before (and Aeneas’ Destiny had been very severe to him),
and he relied on his Destiny irrationally, for some secret reasons,
determining the phemomenon of faith. In the typological
classification of the religious concsiousness of people of faith

. Aeneas can be placed next to the biblical Abraham. Did not both
of them, Aeneas and Abraham, hear the same word from Heaven?

The sea or a desert, vessels or herds only stress the accents,
but they do not doubt the deep unity of Aeneas, as a «man of his
Destiny», and Abraham, as a «man of God». But before the
surmise of this unity arises and before the first outline of this idea
is formed, the observing writer deals with concrete representatives
of the national, cultural - historical «personological types and he
should not neglect their specific variants, because the results of
the application of a certain type of mentality to this sphere do not
depend only on the type but on the sphere as well, that is they do
not only depend on what the object accepts but also on what the
subject accepts, because one and the same rain and seed in
different types of soil give different shoots. Having set foot on the
Italian land, especially after his meeting with his father in the
Underworld, the «Mediterranean» Aeneas rooted himself into a
different type of soil and he became «Italian», in perspective and
according to his goal he became «Roman» (or «pre-Roman»). Did
this «Italian-Roman» personology mean giving up the «Mediterra-
neans» one or its disregarding? Hardly so. It is the accent that
matters here, the correlation of the «topical» factor and those things
which were transferred into a long memory, to the depth of the
soul, the distribution of the «intensive» and «extensive» factors.
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The «Italian-Roman» features in Aeneas became topical and
intensive in Italy and those features led him to his goal, more and
more captivating him. Naturally, the «Mediterranean» man in
Aeneas did not die, just as the «Mediterranean» features were felt
in the history of Rome even when it seemed to be a universal and
self-sufficient center. But this «Mediterranean» man in Aeneas of
his «Italian» period moved into the background and was felt only
when it did not contradict the «Italian-Roman» projects of Aeneas.
But more often there were no contradictions between these two
personological types.

The third part of the work is about man and his place, about
the anthropolocal unity of the Mediterranean, about meetings in
time and space, that is about the information space, about the
sphere of symbols, about the language and signs, about the space
of freedom and salvation.The theme of the «Mediterranean»
Aeneas forces us to return to the space where he acted.
Undoubtedly, the sea was the constituting factor of that space and
it attached meaning to everything what was not the sea and what
was percieved as a coastline depending on the sea and having its
main interests and aims in it. More often the sea itself came out as
some featureless force, the blind weapon of the higher forces hostile
to Aeneas. Being an element of the material universe, the sea was
not differentiated spatially, but it differed in its conditions: most
often it was menacing and unfriendly towards man, but when it
was calm, it was man’s best assistant. Nevertheless, the sea, even
as an element in its menacing and dangerous for man condition,
was «anthropocentrics. Long before the European romanticists,
even in the ancient world, man was able to see his portrait in the
sea, a hint of some special state of his mind. But the sea itself also
needed man to understand its new meanings and predestination,
which without man were inaccessible. Coming forward towards the
sea and actively intruding into its inner life, in a way, man provoked
the sea to respond to its call and to participate in the complex
cooperation of the spirit with the element without any soul. In this
cooperation an important role belonged to the coastline, the place,
where man met the sea, the limit for the sea aggression and for
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man — the open gates to the sea. For man on land the horizon
was seen as a-certain limit of the sea, as some border, on the one
side of which there was openness and on the other side —
closeness, uncertainty, the danger of death as well as the only
chance to survive. But for man in the sea, on board the ship, the
horizon coincided with the coastline and the coastline formed a
border dividing the space into two parts (the existing and the
conceivable ones), just as the life of Aeneas was divided into two
parts. We can suspect what Aeneas’ feelings were when the horizon
turned out to be the Italian coastline. That coastline had its strong
points in the sea — islands. As if nameless, the sea was determined
by certain limits imposed on it by the shore and by the islands.
That «determination» was not caused by natural, geophysical (from
geological to landscape) realities, but also by cultural values,
created by man and in this way constituting a human
(anthropocentric) layer of culture, which seemed to induct the
anthropomorphous element in the sea itself.

Long ago man chose the Mediterranean as a large ecological
niche for himself. He did not only accept the circumstances imposed
by nature and got adapted to the area, but he also managed to
turn from the adaptive form of his «Mediterranean» existence to
activity, to «mastering and exciting» activities. For him it was not
enough to be an object of the environment, man also came out as
a subject of it by means of setting his aims, acting according to
them and changing the environment in his interests and for his
benefit. Consequently, the ecological area of the Mediterranean
formed a closed unity, which emerged as a result of the joint
activities of man and nature, directed towards each other, in this
particular case most fully represented by the sea. In this «natural
cultural» orchestra, where independent and self-sufficing parts of
man and the sea, as it might seem, were brought into a certain
higher unity, which could be differently interpreted, man found
his perfect modus vivendi. It could be justified by the results of
the «adaptive-mastering» activities of man - by towns, fortresses,
walls, gates, buildings, temples, sanctuaries, altars, sacred objects,
created, by man, works of art, ploughed fields, harbours, ships,
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sails, anchors, weapons, armour, utensils, clothes, food, etc. All
these things are fully (but without falling into the «enumeration»
of objects) represented in «The Aeneid». Though this side of man’s
activities can be more fully judged by the results of his
«onomathetic activity». It is this side of the «Mediterranean» man’ s
active «imposingly mastering» activities that is especially important
and that most insistently sends us to the «<human» dominant of this
vast area. It is not only because the initiative of man and the spirit
of it are most vividly reflected in these activities, what really matters
is the anthropecentricity of the results of these onomathetic
activities. Dozens of names of topographic objects refer us to man,
to the people, who were on the both sides of the act of naming
things — before this act there were founders, ancestors, who
established certain traditions, and after that act there were the
inhabitants of that particular area, the tribes, living there, some
independent personages, who became famous in that region, etc.
If the second case («after it») is trivial due to the universality of
this phenomenon in its essence and due to the automatism, caused
by this universality, the first case («before it»), though quite
frequent in other onomathetic traditions, is still to be considered
as undoubtedly marked due to a very high «anthropic» coefficient
of these names (the correlation of «personage» topographic names
and the whole number of names) and due to a considerable degree
of their «mythology» which enables us to restore the whole chain:
a topographic name — a personage — a myth; and in this chain
the personage usually turns out to be the main character.

Undoubtedly, the personage refers us to his topographic locus,
just as these intersected references make the gist of this «anthropic»
basis of the Mediterranean more dense. In any case the «human»
and local factors are so closely connected that implications to this
or that direction are natural for the ancient reader and the second
«restored» component seems to be present in the first one and it
does not need any evident «text» explication.

Going back to the general characteristics of the Mediterranean
area and keeping in mind its correlation with the human basis, two
poles, between which everything concerning the sea and which
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may be of interest to man should be emphasized, and the most
significant aspect of necessity, responsibility and a choice should
be stressed. The sea itself is two-faced: it is either calm, favourably
disposed, «light» or it is stormy, destroying, hostile, «rough». In
the first case we deal with the «enforced» life, in the second case —
with vagueness, death, destruction. In extreme situations there is
no choice — the «necessity» of the sea gives man no alternative.
But more frequent «intermediate» conditions force him to face
another necessity — the choice that suggests the knowledge of the
sea, the ability to assess it and it also suggests the same knowledge
and the same ability concerning man himself. It is in these
conditions that the answer to the question whether the game is
worth the candle is formed. However, the choice itself is not a
reliable guarantee; it is usually one of the probabilities and so it
demands from man not only special mental abilities but also his
readiness for any risk, his courage, in connection with this risk,
determination, a quick mind reacting to all the acceptable
information, and also an ability to grasp the whole variety of
opportunities and to implement the chosen decision. And such was
Aeneas in crucial situations. He knew that the cost of his choice
could be destruction that had lain in wait for him several times but
that had not come true only thanks to the will of Heaven.

The dark narrow chaos of death is contrasted to the light,
wide open and easily penetrated space of life. This space is large
and its variety does not destroy its unity but, just the opposite, it
confirms a certain enforced variant of it — the integral space within
which many various factors work for this integral factor. Such is
the Mediterranean area, especially in its «light» conditions: it is
responding and informative, in its different parts it is full of echoes,
images, shadows, words, repetitions. All these peculiaritics have
something in common. It is some craving for contact, for drawing
together, joining, merging, synthesis. This idea runs both through
the space of «The Aeneid» and through the character of Aeneas
and it explains much in them both. It explains the movement that
enabled to overcome both the suspicion, which was frequently quite
justified, and the recent enmity and confrontation, it teaches to
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combine different interests, it teaches the high art of agreement,
which cannot be suspected either of self-interest or of
unscrupulousness at least because it frequently makes man
renounce what is dear to him, makes him risk his life, makes him
of his own will entrust himself to the unknown Destiny. Different
and hostile to each other phenomena come together and are
reconciled with each ether in a single unity and the measure of
mutual concessions is inseparable from the measure of stability and
preserving the «personals character. The inhabitants of the
Mediterranean area faced such situations and Aeneas was the best
among them. He was a man of renunciation but he was also a man
of agreement and compromise, and, all in all, and with the same
root, he was a man of his Destiny.

Naturally, the geophysical structure of the Mediterranean
area made it possible to see certain pre-conditions for the idea of
joining, synthesis in it, but only man was able to use those
preconditions and only man was able to make the idea real.
Choosing the sea was his first step. It is easily forgotten that Aeneas
and his fellow-travellers could have chosen a route by land (around
the Black sea and, partially, through the Dardanelles). But even
in the face of death such a plan could not occur to them: there
was no other way for them, not only for Aeneas or Odysseus but
for all the inhabitants of that area as well.

This first step was taken by everybody who wished to feel
rooted in that vast area. But that step was dangerous and certain
guarantees were needed. They could have been searched by means
of providing «technical» accident prevention of travelling. It was
done, but too slowly. And it was the second step that offered other
guarantees — to make the area habitable and to turn it into a
single information space, in which orientation was made easier and
due to that it was possible to avoid difficulties and dangers.

It is hardly necessary to pay special attention to the «linking-
gathering» role of names in the Mediterranean area and to
emphasize the fact that the layer of names in this area most vividly
displays its anthropocentric character and gives evidence of the
onomathetic function of man (it was not once that Aeneas himself
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acted as an onomathet).These facts refer us to the formation of
the noospherical basis in the Mediterranean area and «The Aeneid»
informs us both of the details of this formation and — which is more
important — of the spirit of openness, initiative, creative synthesis
and also of the attentive and intense listening to the will of Destiny,
the will of the Gods (by Virgil: fata deorum). The unity, entity
and interconnection between separate parts of the Mediterranean
area are achieved, verified and constantly restored by a Way, set
in this area and «accumulating» everything it comes across in the
course of its development. In this meaning the Way is the best, the
most dynamic and deeply intensive characteristic of the area, its
both empirical and «trans-empirical» «summa», revealing the idea
of the Way, its high meaning, the soul and the spirit of it. «The
Aeneid» is about this Way, about its empiricism and its general
meaning, seen in the background of its details and particulars.
Naturally, the Way of Aeneas and his fellow-travellers was
special and the reasons for it, which are well known, are also
special.And still, this Way is just a variant of some common Way
( «allo-way») and in order to make an attempt of penetrating into
the secret nerve of the Mediterranean Space, we must consider the
Way of Aeneas as a personification of the Mediterranean Way
(without any other definitions), and within his Way we must feel
the universal Way, in which the traveller and what he passes by,
the initial impulse and the final goal, an opportunity and Fate are
merged all together. The «force-field» of this Way absorbs both
the Way of Aeneas and the Way of the Argonauts, described by
Apollonius of Rhodos, it absorbs numerous but resembling each
other sea routes of the Greek novel of the adventurous time, where
a chance governs everything («suddenly», «just then», «by
chance», «once», etc.) and it also absorbs many other Ways.
The Way was chosen and it promised salvation(II, 700-704,
especially: servate domum). As a matter of fact, salvation
suggested escaping from danger, overcoming it, but the
paradoxicality of this choice of salvation was in the voluntary
movement towards danger and through it, for it was clear that
salvation and danger were inseparable, just as these two words
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are inseparable in the Russian language: o-nac-nocms «danger» —
c-nac-enue «salvation (rescue)». Virgil also contrasted these two
notions -«danger» and «salvation»: periclum and salus (I, 709-
710). This common root and the fact that without any true danger,
arising in the face of death, there was no true salvation, was
realized by Virgil and his hero felt it, though still intuitively.
Actually, these two notions determined the meaning and the cost
of Aeneas’ Way.

The final decision was made and it was not made under
compulsion or by the urgent necessity of external circumstances
and internal weakness, inciting to concessions and changing one’s
mind. In this case the external necessity made the congenial Aeneas
consider the necessity of a choice, but the choice itself was free
and it could have two contrary outcomes. Making his choice,
Aeneas entrusted himself to what was «above» him , but what was
«above» seemed to have been informed, that he did not look for
any crooked roundabout ways, did not try to close his eyes to the
exclusive circumstances, did not cowardly make a chance (casus)
take care of himself, but accepted the necessity of a choice as his
Destiny and so — in its highest meaning — as a blessing which
absorbed both salvation and life, danger and death. Having made
his choice, Aeneas entered the space of freedom and its spirit led
him further to the Mediterranean area of ordeal, hardships,
renunciation. Feeling the spirit of this freedom, Aeneas felt his
liberation — a state of being bewitched by what was happening,
anger, a thirst for blood, revenge and striving for his own death
had vanished. The reasonable voice of a «practical mind» was
heard and everything that was proclaimed by it, was «practical»,
«reasonable». For the first time another Aeneas was displayed to
the reader.

The fourth part of this work (Where shall we sail?) is about
the choice of the Way’s strategy and the result of being loyal to
it. The signs of the Gods at the beginning of the Way were vague
(... et desertas quaerere terras/auguriis agimur divum, 111, 4-5)
but the main word had already been pronounced - quaerere
«search». Undoubtedly, if understanding it in its purely empirical

meaning, we could leave it without any particular attention. The
conception of searching and striving, which is so important for
«The Aeneid» (especially in its «sea» part), refers us to determining
the method to be acquired by the exiles, whe entrusted themselves
to the sea and its dangers. Virgil defined this conception by the
verb quaero (ex-quiro). Two peculiarities of this word should be
given special consideration: quaero does not only mean «search»
and it is not just some concrete mechanical operation (looking for
a certain thing), it is a mental operation, which suggests certain
time conditions, a strategy and a certain subject. In quaero different
methods of this search are indicated. It is possibie to look for
something with the help of one’s eyes, to make inquiries, to find
out, to extort, to choose («ex-quiro» means «to try», «to run risks»)
All these actions have the same basis — the conception of
investigation (mcciemoBanse). In this case the Russian language
code is especially significant as it refers to the physical substratum:
uc-caedosams «to investigates means, firstly, credosams «to
follows, that is «to go and to track (Russian czed) which suggests
the enforcement of the «sign» sensitiveness, the exposure of all
that can be a sign-track), and, secondly, it means «to follow»,
universally — everywhere, in every respect, to the very exhaustion,
to the end, till the search area is completely investigated, which
means to cover something far and wide with the guarantee that
what is being searched will be found and the task will be fulfilied.
The presence (though not specified yet) of what is searched from
the very beginning of the investigation and the indication, of the
resuli of this process (to search and to find what is being searched)
is another important feature of the verb guaero. In a way it explains
such meanings of this verb as «to strive», «to solicit», «to gain» (to
get, to gain something as a result of searching). This search and
inquiries, which direct the search and, in their turn, are provoked
by it, in a certain respect characterize Aeneas as a man of «new»
time. He was acquainted with mythopoetical legends, but his
knowledge of them was rather superficial and from time to time he
needed prompts from his father, mother, old people, who had a
lot of experience in ancient legends, he needed advice from the
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Gods, from strangers, if he was interested in foreign countries and
their customs. All in all, Aeneas already lived in a different period
of time, to which he had been directed due to his advantage over
others. But other times have other songs, and what earlier had
been a «question-reply» dialogue of cosmological character, was
later transformed into some quasi-historical, though . strongly
mythologized monological narration about the «small» space —
Motherland.But as if divining and anticipating «dumb» questions
of the interlocutor, that narration gave an opportunity, by a
mythological straight line, by its peaks and falls, by its «passages»
to restore the second «inquiring» line and, in this way, it gave an
opportunity to reconstruct the initial dialogical «question-reply»
prototype.

Nevertheless, searching does not guarantee discovering,
inquiring does not guarantee replying. Not once dangerous
meetings made Aeneas lose his way and wander, making errors.
Undoubtedly, such situations belonged to the sphere of sea
travelling, but they were not limited by it. During many years of
sea travelling, with the constant threat of danger and its frequent
realization, wandering almost became part of the life routine, a
habit, a customary condition and somehow that «inertia» liberated
(or could have liberated) man from the acuteness of the real and
lively perception of the current events and, consequently, from the
necessity to concentrate on them, it liberated man from the
condition of the spirit, adequate to what was happening. However,
it was not quite so, for the conception of wandering had already
sublimed and, having left the empirical sphere, it had emerged as
a spiritual phenomenon. In a way, man’s wandering in the moral
sphere removed the existing everyday problems from the
foreground and became a certain center of human existence, and
that was realized if not by Aeneas himself but by people of his
type. It is hard to determine what was the metaphore of what:
whether «sea wandering» was the metaphore of «soul wandering»
or vice versa. Perhaps, it is not so very important: they had the
same root and they were directed towards each other. Wandering,
as a certain inner, aimless, almost chaotic «movement» in the real
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physical (the sea) or moral space cannot be seen only as a mistake
— an error (error: erro). Wandering is an error caused by external
circumstances or by inner imperfection, which, nevertheless,
although on the inner side, as a reverse internal projection, has
an idea of its own and a way out of this erroneous wandering and,
consequently, it is oriented (though mediatedly and against will)
towards the truth and freedom - not as something beyond man but
as an inner ability of his, as his integral feature. The truth, notified
by the non-truth, by an error, is revealed as freedom, an
«existentive factor assuming the present existence», and «the
essence of the interconnection between the truth and freedom leads
to the question of the human nature», of the concealed basis of it.
Therefore, since it belongs to the inner structure of existence, as
the «non-truth», wandering is also search (compare: quaero &
veritas). Moreover, searching itself is wandering in the vague
uncertainty of the two-fold light, which separates the truth from
those who search for it, but at the same time it contributes to their
joining each other.

Aeneas is in the focus of attention here and this work is about
him, about his nature and about the way the author sees him.
However, preserving, lively ties with the author and the narration,
but at the same time, having left his initial locus in the course of
2000 years, having broadened his horizon, in which he can be
completely interpreted, ready to transform into the «eternal»
Aeneas, he must be seen not only in the light of the past (just as
in the «pre-Roman» locus Evander helped Aeneas to see the future
Rome), but we must also consider him in the light of the future
not only extensively, but also intensively, though this «intensity»
was probabilistic and was not intended by the author, but only
followed the logic of the image, not to the end explicated. Virgil
gave birth to Aeneas, but Aeneas is fed by those, who read about
him, who share his feelings, who think, who comprehend, that is,
he is fed by those who try to imagine the area in which the
«responding» reader could meet Aeneas face to face - the Aeneas
in whom two Aeneases are present - the former Aeneas, described
by Virgil, and the present Aeneas, one of today’s reflections of
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the «eternal» Aeneas’ image.In other words, though briefly, with
the help of the present day language and following a different
tradition, we must try to understand at the beginning of what line
Aeneas, described by Virgil, stood, and in the chain ab origine ...
ad finem we must try to concentrate on the end, which is also
comparative and which moves towards the future with every other
generation of readers.

But trying to comprehend all these questions, we must
remember Aeneas of «The Aeneid», we must remember the meaning
of his deeds, the nature of the mental type he represented, by
which we can judge his actions. The main idea of his activities is
as follows: he errat et quaerit, wanders and searches, both
physically and «meta-physically». Taking into consideration the
range of the meanings of the verbs erro and quaero/quaeso, we
can suggest a more precise definition — he wanders and, making
errors (errores), he finds by means of inquiring. Aeneas had to
search and to inquire because he was conscious of his intentional
or unintentional delusions and so, making inquiries, he hoped to
get an answer which could bring him closer to the «non-false»
thing, to the truth, he hoped to get an answer, which could reveal
the truth to him. Both wandering and searching implicate the truth
and refer to it: the truth is unknown and it is to be found. The
problems of Aeneas are the same as the problems which occupied
Heidegger in his work «About the Essence of the Truth» («Vom
Wesen der Wahrheits») — the essence of the truth as openness,
«none-secretness» (Greek &—?mlmwi and the essence of the «non-
truth» as «secretness», as searching and, in a broader meaning,
the ens itself. Freedom, in which the essence of the truth is
revealed, is, according to Heidegger, «the existent assumption of
the very existence of ens». In this context it is of no less importance
to mention that freedom suggests, in particular, «the readiness to
fulfil what is needed and necessary (and, in this way, the ens
itself) ». It is also important here that freedom is part of «revealing
the existence as it is» and this discovery suggests participation. As
a matter of fact, «the existence, having its roots in the truth as
well as in freedom, is an entrance into the discovery of the ens as
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it is»; the truth «is liberation of the ens» which alows openness to
realise itselfs. Openness combines all human relations and man’s
behaviour. Therefore, man is a method of existence and due to
this Aeneas can be taken as one of the most convincing examples
of the beginning of this type.

The readiness of Aeneas to fulfil «what is needed and
necessary» (the will of his Destiny and the directions of the Gods)
and his revealing of the secret meaning of the «voluntary»
obedience to somebody’s will enable us to speak about him in the
horizon of freedom. But on his way to discovering, broadening and
mastering what will later be called «enss man depended on
«everyday needs» and his behaviour to a great extent was
determined by them. Aeneas experienced this plunging into
«everyday needs», turned away from «the existence», forgot the
mystery of human existence on hand. In this light Aeneas’ visit to
Carthago deals with the danger of submitting to «everyday needs»,
though it has its own reserves, at least in certain conditions — not
so many external as internal conditions, connected with man.

Keeping in mind this extensively strained existensive context
and having acquired a new foreshortening, it is advisable to return
to the Way of Aeneas in the sea abyss among many different but
always terrible and threatening dangers. Both this abyss and its
dangers are caused by nature in the unkind moments, which arise
either accidentally, and in this case nature is their subject, or they
arise by the will of forces hostile to Aeneas, and in this case nature
and its destructive abilities are just a weapon used by these forces.
It is not always easy to distinguish what causes danger, just as it
is difficult to say what is the cause of a success: incertum...
casusne, deusne — one has to guess (XII, 320-321) and one may
fail to get any answer. But the Way, or more exactly, its idea and
the necessity of it (not as compulsion but as a freely accepted
inevitability), amor viae — from man. What this Way will really
turn out to be depends both on nature and man, on their coming
together at the same time and at the same place. Man builds his
Way, lays it and discovers it (facere, munire, aperire & via) in
concrete spatial-time circumstances and, in this way, in this case
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becomes part of Aeneas - the main part of his Way, of his
image-symbol. The syntagmatic row of the space text correlates
with the human life text: the Way makes man, when man chooses
his Way and its concrete building. Aeneas could have two outcomes:
death, the «shipwrecks of his life (in our time Jaspers described
life as a shipwreck), bringing danger to its logical end, or saving
life — not from this particular danger but salvation in general, the
salvation of the entity of life. Aeneas proved to be worthy of the
goal, set for him or by him, and this merit was, actually, in his
apility of voluntarily connecting his striving, his «necessity» with
the will of his Destiny and the directions of the Gods. It happened
of his own will because Aeneas completely and fundamentally
renounced his self-willingness and its objects. He could not imagine
himself without Troy, he fought, built, performed rituals, he loved.
But first of all he realizes himself in another thing — he
subordinated himself, all his life to his predestination, though it
did not happen at once, it had been prepared in advance.

Not once, facing dangers, Aeneas was close to despair, taking
the ill intentions of the higher forces for the last will of his Destiny,
for its final sentence. He realized that he was persecuted by Fate
(acti fatis 1, 33), but he could not realize what was clear to his
enemy Juno — the limit of her powers, the incomplete presence of
the Destiny in her will and, consequently, the non-omnipotence of
the Goddess. But not knowing various abilities of the higher forces
to act in the name of Fate, not separating the single and the highest
Destiny from particular «smaller» destinies, the hierarchy of which
Aeneas did not understand though he realized that they were
beyond his ability to judge the future, he entrusted his life to what
could help him to open to his predestination and to the Gods’ plans
about him. Aeneas had a very important advantage over others,
over those who, like Dido and Turnus, believed that the Destiny
revealed itself once and forever, he seemed to guess that the
Destiny revealed itself gradually, that it did so at the right time
and under certain. circumstances, which turned out to be key
moments for him, and, consequently, the question and the answer
in a certain enigmatic way came together in one and the same place
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and period of time (and that, in its turn, referred him to a deeper
mystery of the bond between man and his Destiny) .He understood
that his Destiny had its own plans of self-revealing. The guess
work of this kind is likely to illustrate the fact that Aeneas was a
grateful pupil of his Destiny: his Destiny did not only reveal itself
to him but through this self-revelation it made it possible for Aeneas
to learn its strategy,its secret ways, to learn its logic. Those offered
opportunities were taken and in the second part of «The Aeneid»
the «guessing» Aeneas was replaced by the «knowings Aeneas,
who was confident of his knowledge. In the light of what has begn
achieved we can probably speak about some retrospective, which
gives certain reasons for an important correction: Aeneas did not
blindly entrust himself to his Destiny, renounced his «personal
self», subordinated everything in his life to his predestination, but,
entrusting himself, subordinating and renouncing, he, nevertheless,
participated in the dialogue with his Destiny, and, at least in this
respect, he entered the «dialogical» space with it. This entering
was impossible without Faith. It can be defined more precisely: it
was this entering that formed the act of Faith — a personal and
free choice, to which Aeneas subordinated his life and only due
to it he subordinated himself to his predestination.

The realization of this choice and its final character did not
come at once. Without being slow in his actions, Aeneas could wait -
when it concerned the main thing, when it concerned the goal of
his life and the meaning of it. Ardent in his struggle, unrestrained
in his grief over dying Troy, he displayed a salutary self-control
in the dialogue with his Destiny, knowing that ... superanda omnis
fortuna ferendo est (V 710) and he did not hurry to learn its signs
in advance or to inquire about details, but in some cases hearing
something of this kind, he preferred «to listen and to miss» the
meaning of it, or at least, he did not try to jump to any practical
conclusions, he waited for some new confirmation and new
guarantees. His memory might have kept the sad experience of his
father concerning his predestination. In this respect Aeneas was
more careful and more thoughtful than his father and it was not
only the practical part that mattered in the dialogue with his
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Destiny. Therefore, Aeneas’ approaching the Act of Faith was
longer and more gradual, but at the same time it was more reliable.
The act of forcing his way to Faith, the crystallization of Faith
could occur only at a difficult point of his Way, after meeting his
father in the Underworld, in the middle of «The Aeneid» and before
that meeting Aeneas had entered the hardest stage of his sea Way.
During that period he was deliberately challenged by Juno. Nature,
as if having returned to its initial chaos, threatened Aeneas, his
fellow travellers, the intentions of the Destiny and the Gods. It
threatened destruction and chaos, it became Juno’s weapon.

Undoubtedly, Aeneas was a maximalist, as any creative
genius, and in the eyes of those possessing a common consciousness
he was considered to be «eccentric», because he moved from the
center, from the «happy medium» to the limit. But this movement
is imaginary: the essence of it is deep inside and it means searching
for a new center, which is more powerful and creative than the
old one, it means searching for a new basis which is above an
abyss and it also means winning this basis from it, relying on
«nothing» (just as in Nietzsche works). Aeneas’ space is also
eccentric: from its center, Troy, to the western limit, to the «wild»
periphery, which is destined to become a new center. Aeneas’ time
is eccentric too: the chain of «constant returns» is broken, time has
become linear, is directed to the future and a new genuine center
is being established there now. The vision of this future is in book
VI (the meeting of Aenecas and Anchises) and it is the vision of a
new center which coincides with reaching the goal and breaking
through towards it. Actually, it is the teleologic function, so
emphasized in «The Aeneid» and so significant for it, that suggests
eccentric time (its separation from the existing center, its
magnetization towards a new center, the straightening of the
mythopoetic cyclic time) and the interconnection of its constituent
parts in the space of the development of the integral meaning. For
Aeneas everything is connected with his future and that is why
«The Aeneid» must be considered as a great prophetic text, not
inferior to eclogue IV, though the «Roman» future was already
known to the poet.
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The spirit which possesses Aeneas, a man of eccentric space
and time, is in itself eccentric. This spirit does not look for the
genuine deep cénter in the stable and motionless medium, but it
looks for it in the constantly moving, changing, unsteady periphery,
close to the abyss and death for the sake of life (Aeneas fills the
intervals between his sea travels with «real fundamenta» which
refer to «super-real fundamentas, for in the Indo-European horizon
both the «basis» and the «abyss» are defined by the same language
element *bhudh- : *bhu-n-dh- , to be compared with the Latin
fundus - «bottom». etc.). It also looks for this new center in
renunciation for the sake of gaining, in giving up the name of Troy,
upon the image of which Aeneas relied on his Way, for the sake
of a new name — Rome, as a new basis — foundation. And giving
up his own will in order to entrust himself to his Destiny is not a
sign of submissiveness, passiveness or indifference but it is an
eccentric movement of bringing himself and his human ego, into
correlation with the super-human Destiny, making Faith in it and
loyalty to it the basic foundation as the result of a free choice and
not because of the spiritual narrowness, called superstition. It is
in this light that we should consider Aeneas as a man of his Destiny.

Part V of this work is about the text of the Destiny. The sign
space of «The Aeneid» and the spreading of signs (3naxosocms)
through the whole text has already been mentioned. It is of
importance that these signs are not only explicated and stressed
here, but they are instituonalized — and by their types (indexes,
iconic signs, symbols) and, so to say, by their «genres»,
implementing their meanings (prophecies, forecasts, dreams,
phantoms, when the object of perception is awake, fortune-telling,
indications, relating to the present time, etc.). Finally, the subjects
of the institutionalized signs of this type may be bearers of the
knowledge, concealed from an «ordinary» man, and they can
represent a certain «voices of the Destiny or its interpreters
(Cassandra, Calchas, Laocoon, Helenus, Tolumnius) and the
«powenr» of these «voices» is different: each of them displays what
its «powen», its foresight enables it to see and what the subject of
perception, the one who has ordered this particular sign, needs at
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this moment (Helenus tells Aeneas «something about a great deal
of thingss). It is very significant that all these various types of
signs, notifying of the «voice» of the Destiny and coming from
various subjects, in general have a propensity for joining a certain
more or less indivisible system which can be called a «text of the
Destiny». Here we can mention three general confirming features
of this system’s unity and its systematic coordination. Firstly, the
syntagmatic order of the independent elements of this «text» which
suggests their dependence on each other and the dependence of
the whole on its constituent parts. Secondly, the hierarchy of the
powers of the «voices» of the Destiny (even Jupiter does not know
everything, some things are revealed due to experience and
searching: before the fight between Aeneas and Turnus Jupiter put
their destinies on the scales (et fata imponit diverse duorum, XII,
725-726), and this hierarchy is not chaotic it has a certain order,
which controls the amount of information, necessary for Aeneas at
this point of his Way. Thirdly, the connection of the moments of
the Destiny’s self-discovering with concrete «peaks» of the plot
and certain composition knots and also with the peculiarities of the
further development of the text at the stage following the moment
of this self-discovering.

All these peculiarities form a special gist-text of the Destiny,
in which the structures of the plot and composition correspond with
each other and which governs, to a great extent, the behaviour of
the main characters, giving them the right directions. This gist-text
in «The Aeneid» is extremely dense and tight and only the art of
Virgil makes it possible to avoid the impression of a too strict
determination of the events which occur according to the will of
the Destiny: the Destiny itself is never considered as a law (though
Virgil emphasizes its firmness, steadfastness, «immobility»;
compare fatum immotum with mens immota , e.g. manent immota
tuorum / fata tibi, 1, 257-258). Aeneas never blindly followed his
predestination as far as his practical actions were concerned, he
took the signs of his Destiny into account, learned them and acted
not so much by them as in accordance with them and that
accordance had different degrees of freedom-connection.
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Nevertheless, some elements of this «interconnection» of his actions
can be revealed and this «interconnection», possessing, to a.certain
extent, a «relay-races character, seemed to be programmed by the
«relay-race» of the objects of information given to Aeneas by his
Destiny. It would be unnecessary once again to mention that the
«text of the Destiny» was built for Aeneas and that Aeneas more
than anybody else was directed by it. It is not necessary to remind
that the tracks and signs of this «text» run through the whole poem
and come across each other hundreds of times (it is significant that
there are more signs and tracks in the first, «pre-Italian» part of
«The Aeneid»; the visit of Aeneas to the Underworld forms a
culmination point, which divides the poem into two parts). The
phraseology of the Fate-Destiny is rather vast and widely spread
(compare: the Destiny «calls, carries away, permits, forbids,
orders, abandons, urges, appoints, promises, wins» etc.; «to notify,
to inquire» about the Destiny, «to develop, to urge, to put the
Destiny on the scaless /XII, 725-726/, the Destiny is «firm,
steadfast, immobile, wicked»; «to give a sign, to ask, to send» etc.).
The Destiny displayed itself and revealed whom it had chosen
at the end of «The Aeneid», in its final lines. Turnus turned out
to be doomed, Aeneas proved to be the winner. The scale with his
Destiny on it went up. Aeneas was really a man of his Destiny and
in this respect he is contrasted to Prometheus or to d& man of his
type, who relies only on himself, neglects the signs of his Destiny,
who is cross-oriented to the whole world. Aeneas is also contrasted
to Odysseus, a man of «hances», to Faust and to a man of the
«Faust» type with his «activity», his readiness to look for salvation
on the forbidden routes, to a man who is deprived of the gift of
the genuine faith in the highest meaning of life. Aeneas is a man
of his Destiny, who has been called forth by it, but at the same
time who, deep in his heart, is ready to become such a person.
Indeed, Aeneas had become a man of his Destiny long before
his Destiny served its purpose concerning him. It happened not
only because his Destiny chose him and made him its favourite (it
never happens by chance due to the fact that the Destiny and a
chance act in different spheres, which never intersect), not only
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because it marked his Way both by great deeds and hard ordeals.
It happened because he, moving towards his Destiny, answered its
call, freely and voluntarily entrusted himself to it, let it take his
life and himself, accepted it as his «own» Destiny, because he was
the most gifted of its pupils, slowly but thoroughly learning its
lessons, because he managed to join his «own» subjective with «its»
objective organically in a single substance — his main resource
and, finally, because he was dissolved in it completely, in this way
connecting his own «small» destiny with the «great» Destiny — the
ruler of the world.

Striving for salvation, Aeneas went a long and complicated
Way. Virgil brought his hero to the key point of his Way, but then
the death of the poet interrupted his work at the poem. Strictly
speaking, he could let his hero free from his text, without worrying
about his Destiny. Of course, further details are unknown, but the
main thing is quite clear: that Way was a Way of salvation itself.

No matter what the author of «The Aeneid» might have
thought about his work, no matter what advice concerning his
manuscript he might have given to his friends, his long way from
the Aeneas of the beginning of the poem Arma virumque cano...
till the Aeneas of the prophetic end Ast illi solvuntur frigore
membra [ vitaque cum gemitu fugit indignata sub umbras, this
way was also salvation for him, because he, like Aeneas, had
already fulfilled the main deed of his life. What about the lines,
which were not written to the end? He managed to write quite
enough. What about Troy, where he went, having left Italy for the
first time in his life; what about Troy, which he did not reach,
having met his death in the middle of his way, in Greece? But his
talent, his feeling of the place and the necessity to join it, here
and now, is much more important than those landscape experiences
and archaeological or historical details which could have been
introduced into the poem if the first and the last travel of Virgil
had been a success. And, taking into account all the differences
in the psychological types and biographies, didn’t Virgil have the
features of Aeneas and didn’t Aeneas possess the features of
Virgil? Didn’t both of them merge into something imperceptibly
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significant, didn’t they share the same — one for two — salvation?
Yes, both of them were present within the walls of burning Troy,
in dangerous sea storms and even when Aeneas was stabbing the
conquered Turnus, Virgil was also present there. To a certain
extent we have a situation here that not once occured earlier. It
.can be roughly defined as a mutual outcome. Aeneas was Virgil’s
creation, but, in his turn, he influenced Virgil.

And, still, the author seemed to know what his hero did not
suspect. Looking for salvation and having reached it, Aeneas was
unlikely to imagine that his salvation was in renunciation, which
meant obtaining, or — more strongly — it was a defeat, which, as
another author put it, was difficult to tell the difference from a
victory. The creator of «The Aeneid» seemed to guess about it —
about the interconnection of a defeat and a victory, about their
deep relationship. That is why a feeling of sadness is present in
the poem. And if we are right about Virgil’s guess, then «The
Aeneid» possesses the same reflection of the nearest future, which
determines the highest meaning of the fourth Eclogue.
